	The New Testament is filled with different metaphors for the church. Each one 
expresses something a little different about our relationship with each other and our 
relationship with Jesus Christ. In Luke’s Gospel, Jesus talks about the church being 
like a flock of sheep, with Jesus as the Good Shepherd. Peter talks about the church 
being like Noah’s ark (Does that mean we are a bunch of animals?) – a vessel of 
safety on a wild and dangerous sea. The boat itself guided by the hand of God.  
Often the whole concept of the Church as family comes up. God is our Father and  
we are brothers and sisters. There is also the concept of the church being the Bride 
of Christ.

The metaphor that crops up time and again though, is that of the church as the 
Body of Christ. Paul talks about this in great detail in 1 Corinthians 12. The Body is 
made up of many parts, each part has a role to play in order for it to function properly.  
If one part is not working, the rest of the body has to compensate. There are some 
tasks that can only be performed by certain parts of the body.  

The idea of the body of Christ is remarkably helpful to keep us from forgetting who 
and what we are.  Sometimes we tend to think that we can be Christians in isolation 
but, if we are a body, what we do affects not just us but, the whole body. What we fail 
to do also affects the whole body.

In these verses in Ephesians we are reminded that yes we are part of the Body, 
the church, but we are also more than that. It is not just the individuals working to-
gether that make up the church. It is the fact that we are individuals working together, 
with Christ as our head.  

Here is the take away for today:  As you go about your task as a member of the 
body of Christ, remember, you are not doing your work! You are not doing God’s 
work!  It is God who is doing His work through you.

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Isaiah 9:6a “And God placed all things under his 
feet and appointed him to be head over 
everything for the church”
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Revelation 5:12
	This is one of the most significant passages on worship in the entire Bible.  

Thousands upon thousands of angels are gathered before the throne of God, lifting 
up their voices, bowing down before God in praise and in worship. This is a very real 
glimpse of what it will be like to be in the presence of God for all eternity. But it also 
gives us a glimpse of what worshiping in a community of faith can be like. 

God has promised that whenever His people are gathered together in His name, He 
will be in the midst. What, though, does it really mean to be gathered in God’s Name.  
One answer lies in this verse, and it is contained in one word. Worthy!

God’s people gather for all kinds of reasons. Fun, Fellowship, Food (especially 
Food!)  We gather to study, we gather to pray, to sing, to laugh, to cry. Whatever the 
perceived reason, the overarching reason is to worship. In Ye Olde Englishe, the word 
worship comes from a root word which means to give worth to something. In other 
words to declare something or someone as worthy. Twice in Revelation 5 the Lamb is 
declared to be worthy.

In a sense, it doesn’t really matter the context of our gathering as Christians. But we 
have to ask ourselves, are we declaring God’s worth? Is what we are doing simply for 
ME?  Am I singing to make me feel better about myself? Am I leading a Small Group 
because I need to feel validated? Am I working with children because I need to feel 
some unconditional love and acceptance? Am I praying simply to get my thoughts in 
order? Am I coming to ALPHA just for the food?!

Is this all about Me, or is what I am doing really bringing honor to God?
It’s all about the Lamb being worthy, and giving Him all glory and honor, dominion 

and power and praise!

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“In a loud voice they sang: ‘Worthy is the  
Lamb, who was slain, to receive power and  
wealth and wisdom and strength and honor  
and glory and praise!’”

“Knee Need”

We were memorizing verse 10 in my kindergarten class. “At the name of Jesus 
every knee should bow in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every 
tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord.” One little boy raised his hand and said, 
“Mrs. Voorhees, I thought you bow with your waist. How do you bow with your 
knees?” What a great question! 

If we look closely at these verses we see that at the beginning of the verses Paul 
uses the word “THEREFORE” which is always a clue to look at the previous verses 
to see what it is “there for.” We see Jesus humbling himself in obedience to the  
Father which led to the most humiliating kind of death. To the Jew, if you were  
executed on a cross it meant you were bearing the CURSE of God. In New  
Testament times you would not find anyone wearing crosses around their necks. But 
the good news is that the story does not end there but a DIVINE REVERSAL occurs 
in verse 9. God takes charge and reverses ever false accusation against Jesus. He 
overturns the world’s verdict!

God elevates Christ from the lowest to the highest place. The world vilified Christ 
so the father vindicated Christ. He also gives Jesus the highest name – LORD. In the 
Greek language and culture the word LORD has special significance. The Caesar of 
the Roman Empire was called Lord Caesar because people believed he was divine. 
This passage comes from the Old Testament passage Isaiah 45 which is about the 
sovereignty and power of God. Paul’s use of the word Lord was ascribing full deity  
to Jesus. 

That kindergarten student caused me to stop and think differently about this 
verse. Bowing from the waist is often thought of as a means of showing respect or 
at times thanks. But to get on your knees is a sign of complete humility and utter 
dependence on God. It puts Christ in his rightful place in our lives. Try praying on 
your knees. It is a unique and spiritually invigorating exercise. It shows Christ our 
complete need for his presence and direction in our lives.

For some of us getting down on our knees is not such an easy exercise! But 
remember God stooped down from heaven to become a man and then suffered more 
than any other human being. He shared in all our sufferings and he deeply desires to 
make things right.

Abraham Lincoln, one of the greatest presidents knew his “knee need”….”I have 
been driven many times to my knees by the overwhelming conviction that I had 
nowhere else to go.”

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	Paul’s letter to the Colossians was based on reports to him that the church in 

the city of Colosse was following false teachings and blending of religions, including 
worship of angels, focus  on the body and rules for behavior based on Jewish law 
and influences from other cultures and beliefs. Paul took the opportunity in his letter 
to state the distinctiveness of our faith in Jesus as God and the Creator of all.

We can see parallels in our modern society when people who do not see or  
know Jesus portray him as only a great man or great teacher. Some of the world’s  
religions, such as Islam, acknowledge Jesus as one of the great prophets but  
no more. 

Paul states in Colossians 1:15, “He is the image of the invisible God”. This is not 
the kind of image that a photograph or video would portray, but through prayer and 
study of Jesus’ life, we can begin to get a glimpse of our God and his majesty. In 
John 14: 9, Jesus told Philip, “...He who has seen me has seen the Father.”

The remainder of Verse 15 and Verse 16 tell us that Jesus was the Creator, who 
created everything in the universe and within, seen or unseen, animals, plants, hu-
man beings, and even the angels that the Colossians were falsely worshiping. Our 
Lord Jesus is unique and supreme, and the eternal life offered to all who follow and 
worship him is part of his creation plan. 

As Brian Wren states in his hymn “Hidden Christ, Alive Forever”, “Hidden Christ, 
alive for ever, Savior, Servant, Friend and Lord, year by year, unseen, you offer life 
undying, love outpoured. Day by day, you walk among us, known and honored, yet 
concealed, freeing, chiding, leading, guiding, till your glory is revealed.”

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Mark 12:28-44

	The closet was filled with old clothes, boxes of papers, shelves of books; the 
clutter of being in one house for twenty years. Everything held onto for a variety of 
very important reasons. The calendar was jammed with various events and activities; 
the clutter of being in today’s hyperactive culture. All coming from or representing the 
many idols that dominate everyday life and showing how we hold onto our earthly 
possessions and fill our time with busyness instead of letting go and surrendering 
all to God. Our heavenly Father wants all of us. Jesus gave His all for us to spend 
eternity with Him. He spared nothing. 

When the teachers of the law asked Jesus what the most important  
commandment of all is, Jesus replied, “Love the Lord your God with all your heart  
and with all your soul and with all your mind and with all your strength.” Jesus added, 
“The second is this: Love your neighbor as yourself.” Jesus makes it very clear.  
Loving the Lord our God is our top priority. Jesus wants us to give Him our ‘all.’ So 
often we hold back.  We store things for another day. We are commanded to love the 
Lord with our all.  But more is also required. Just to remind us that God’s love knows 
no bounds, we are commanded to love our neighbors as ourselves.

Later in the passage, Jesus watches as the crowd brings their offerings to the 
temple treasury. He observes what the people bring. The rich people conspicuously 
throw in large amounts of money with the hope of being noticed just like the scribes 
with their flowing robes and obvious presence in the market place. They don’t even 
miss what they give.  However, when the poor widow drops in two small coins that 
are worth next to nothing, Jesus notices that she has given her ‘all.’ The woman has 
given out of her poverty and made a true sacrifice.

Our Father God gave up his own Son out of His love for us. Jesus gave His all 
through His love and obedience to His Father. We are not to cling to the things of 
this world by storing up earthly possessions in our closets. Matthew West says in his 
song The Motions, “What if I had given everything instead of going through the  
motions?” As we consider Jesus’ journey to the cross and celebrate His resurrection, 
we need to prepare our heart, soul and mind to give Him our all.

Worrying has always been something I’ve done well. However, it is something I’ve 

never been proud of, and also something I’ve worked hard trying to give up. I have 
discovered through a lot of thought, prayer, and self reflection that it cannot simply 
be willed away. It is near to impossible for me to tell myself  “O don’t worry about this 
or that,” and as a result stop worrying. Sooner or later, the worrisome thought creeps 
back into my mind and has control of me again. The odd thing is I don’t like to worry, 
if you’ve done it you can attest to the fact that it feels unsettling to do so. Yet, we 
worry because worry makes us believe we are in control of what we worry about.  

It is significant that Christ doesn’t simply say don’t worry, because we know that 
willing worry to stop does not work. Instead he gives an active command.  He says 
“...seek first his Kingdom and his righteousness…” Worry always returns, if some 
other thought is not put in its place. So Christ gives us a tangible solution by telling 
us something to do in its place – to seek. And Jesus follows this with “… and all these 
things will be given to you as well.” This comforting promise makes it easier for me to 
follow his preceding command. We can trust that although we may be surrendering 
control, we are doing so to a God who loves us and is actively caring for us. This is a 
powerful sentence, it tells us we can give up control for seeking the kingdom and still 
be richly blessed, not because we worried or controlled our life, but because of God’s 
grace and abundant love.

	My granddog Ellie, a Chesapeake retriever, loves to play fetch.  She will go to the 
door and wait, her signal that she wants to go outside to play. Once outside she will 
dash after tossed tennis balls forever. When I’m ready to end the game, she drops 
the ball at my feet, tilts her head and stares at me, sometimes picking up the ball  
and dropping it a second or third time to make sure she is being understood. Her 
message is clear: “I still want to play.” Her persistence is almost always rewarded 
with several additional throws.

Ellie almost always gets what she seeks. In contrast, Jesus’ promise to you and 
me is absolute. If we ask, it will be given; if we seek, we will find; and if we knock the 
door will be opened. So why then does it seem that our prayers are not answered?  

In the gospel of Luke, Jesus’ teaching to ask, seek and knock is part of his 
response to one of his disciples requesting, “Lord, teach us to pray.” This passage 
comes right after Jesus taught that our prayer is to be to our Father in heaven,  
asking that his kingdom come and for him to give us our daily bread, forgive our sins 
(because we forgive all who sin against us), and to not lead us into temptation. (See 
verses 2-4) Is that what we pray or do we skip over these basic petitions and jump 
into a detailed list of our current worries and fears?  

Jesus never promised that we would get everything we pray for. When I think 
back over some of the stupid, selfish things I’ve asked for, I’m thankful for that. His 
promise is that God, who loves us, hears and answers our prayers by giving the Holy 
Spirit to those who ask. Pain, sadness, loss and disease are part of life, and evil will 
continue to exist, but as Christians we can gain comfort from Jesus’ promise that the 
omnipotent creator of the universe loves us and gives us himself in the form of the 
Holy Spirit to be present with us every moment of everyday.    

Father, I pray as your Son taught his disciples.  Hallowed be your name, your 
kingdom come.

from. This is definitely one of those Scriptures that can strike fear into our hearts 
when we read such descriptions of our world which can so easily cause us to be 
distracted by questions of where, when, how and why? Unfortunately, we have  
no answers to those questions, either here or elsewhere in Scripture. We just  
don’t know.

So, the real question we must ask then, is what relevance does this Scripture 
have for our faith. If we cannot find any answers to the ‘end time’ questions, then 
does it have any meaning for us? I think it most certainly does. Our Christian faith 
should be much more than simply an insurance policy that we utilize after our death 
or at some future time when God’s kingdom is realized on earth in some apocalyptic 
fashion. Our relationship with God should make a difference in our ordinary, 
everyday lives. And I think this Scripture can speak to this.

Jesus warns the disciples to “Be on guard!  Be alert!”, he doesn’t want them to 
be so distracted by what is happening around them that they take their eyes of God.  
Jesus directs them to stay awake and be watchful. Advice that I believe would we 
well-taken by all of us at any point in our lives.  

Think about the daily distractions we face in this technological age. How  
often do you sit down at your computer to check one thing, do one quick search, 
send one short email and before you know it an hour has passed? Our cell phones 
which were once simply used in case of emergency now hold us hostage to our work 
environments or the beck and call of others 24/7. With all the electronic noise around 
us we are so easily distracted from the people and situations around us. We fail to 
connect with our families, friends and even the stranger in our midst because our  
attention is pulled in other directions. And in the midst of that we lose sight of God.

Watch!
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There are two significant thoughts that come to mind when I read this verse.  
The first is that it is a sober reminder of the fact, that as a Christian, I can expect that 

I will be attacked by spiritual forces of evil. For me, this typically comes in the form of 
a temptation to sin. Sometimes it is a subtle temptation like telling a little white lie and 
at other times it is more overt like lashing out in anger at someone. It might also be a 
situation that requires a protracted battle that brings with it a certain amount of suffering.  
I like how this attack is described in 1 Peter 5:8 where he says the devil prowls around 
like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour.

The second aspect to this verse is the challenge to me to “put on” the full armor of 
God. The onus is on me to take action, to seek God’s protection and fully equip myself 
with his armor. If I fail to do this I leave myself weak and vulnerable to the attacks of evil 
spiritual forces. Just as I tend to the daily needs of my body, so I must daily strengthen 
my faith in God through prayer, study of his word and obedience to his commands.

I believe God honors our honest attempts(as feeble as they may be at times) to 
seek him and love him with all our mind and soul and strength by filling us with his 
power, wisdom and courage to stand firm against all the temptations we face each day 
by the world, the flesh and the devil.

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1 Corinthians 10:12

In his letter to the Church in Corinth, Paul reviews the experience of Israel as they 
came out of Egypt indicating that it should serve as an example and a warning to the 
Corinthians. Their forefathers had seen many miracles and manifestations of God’s 
love, but they repeatedly turned away from Him. Paul says that they were subject to 
“temptations” of idolatry, grumbling, and trying God, all of which Paul describes as 
“common to man” (verses 1-10,13).

The apostle John, in his first letter, warns us: “Do not love the world or anything 
in the world”.  We must recognize that in this world and our culture, we have multiple 
forces working against us daily, hourly. Simply put, John identifies the premier  
temptations we face are worldly values, the flesh, and the enemy.  (1John 2:15-16)

And these were the very same Jesus faced and overcame in the wilderness  
experience at the outset of his ministry (Matthew 4:1-11). Jesus is our model, and He 
is our strength, and He stands ready to enable us to overcome just as He did. But we 
must choose to come to Him when we encounter temptation. This is frequently not our 
first response, as these temptations are attractive and appealing.  

The remedy is as always, Jesus! He is our Rock! Have we built our lives on Him as 
our Rock or have we built them on the sand of this world (Matthew 7:24-27)?

- The world says we should be seeking power, pleasure, fame and fortune, rather 
than His call on our lives.  
- The world provides many distractions to eat up our time and energy, drawing us 
away from communication and time with Him. 
- The world sets value on competition and our being better than others and being so 
recognized, rather than His direction to love them.
- The list goes on…! Do you see a pattern here?  
Do we buy into these as values, priorities, and measures of value for our lives? Yes, 

we do, if we are not on the alert, as our culture sends these messages daily, hourly!  
How do we stand firm, on our Rock, and be careful that we do not fall? Each must 
call upon our Lord when you feel drawn into these worldly values – He will rescue and 
redeem! Some suggested steps are:

- Regularly invest time in reading and praying the Scriptures as a “guide book”! 
- Listen to the quiet voice of the Holy Spirit as your “Coach” to recognize temptation! 
- Call upon our Lord when you feel drawn into these worldly temptations, and He will 

rescue and redeem you! 
His redemption is freedom and rest, and a deeper apprehension of Love, Joy, 

Peace, Patience, Kindness, Goodness, Faithfulness, Gentleness, and Self Control.  
These are the Fruits of the Spirit, and as Paul has said, “…live by the Spirit, and you will 
not gratify the desires of the sinful nature (Galatians 5:16-25).

	God provides a timeless instruction to all believers in Paul’s letter to the church  
at Colosse.

“Devote yourselves to prayer, being watchful and thankful.”
Prayer is the foundation of power in our Christian life. It seems unbelievable, but 

is true that the God of the universe desires our fellowship! Prayer is not a luxury, a 
‘nice to have’ but is essential to our spiritual being and growth.    

The letter to the Colossians and to us points us to the Supremacy of Christ  
demonstrated in the work of the cross and in His resurrection. If we are to understand 
what it means to deny ourselves, to take up our  cross, and to participate in a  
resurrected life, we must spend time in prayer.

We are commanded to devote ourselves to prayer in a watchful and thankful  
manner. Here are some thoughts on what that might mean:

Devote –
	• We must be persistent, constant and earnest in prayer
	• We must continue, not be weary – we must persevere
	• We must be open to what God wants us to be and do
Be Watchful –
	• We must be intent and vigilant in prayer
	• We must be prepared to resist  temptation, discouragement, hindrances
	• We must be alert to the spiritual issues around us
Be Thankful –
	• In response to His grace, we should always be thankful
	• In response to His mercies, we  should acknowledge His benevolence
	• In response to His love, we should be eternally  grateful for our salvation
As we journey together on the road to the cross, let us pray often and regularly 

remembering that our Lord delights in being in relationship with us, and that “this is 
God’s will for you in Christ Jesus”. (I Thessalonians 5: 17)

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1 Peter 5:8
We don’t hear too much about the devil these days. He’s not politically correct.  

We’re more likely to hear a sermon about the importance of living a moral life,  
evangelism or how God wants to bless our health and finances than about THE 
DEVIL. That has not always been the case, however.  Mention of demons or evil  
spirits occur more than 20 times in The New Testament. What happened to the 
Devil? Is he an artifact of the early Church, someone that we enlightened, rational 
21st century believers no longer need to be concerned with? C.S. Lewis, in his  
preface to The Screwtape Letters, offers the following observation:

“There are two equal and opposite errors into which our race can fall about the 
devils. One is to disbelieve in their existence. The other is to believe, and to feel an 
excessive and unhealthy interest in them. They themselves are equally pleased by 
both errors and hail a materialist or a magician with the same delight.”

Fortunately, the Bible provides insight into the nature of Satan and his demons, 
how they operate and how we can defend ourselves.

Who is Satan?
As our spiritual enemy, Satan is depicted as a devourer (1 Pe 5:8), a liar (Jn 

8:44) and tempter (Mt 4:3). The word “Satan” means “adversary” and “devil” means 
“accuser”. The Bible also tells us that Satan and his followers are organized and 
structured to come against us at multiple levels, “For our struggle is not against flesh 
and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this 
dark world and against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms.” (Eph 6:12) 

How does Satan attack us?
The Book of Common Prayer defines three domains in which we are vulnerable 

to attack; the world, the flesh and the devil and Satan (or more likely his demons) 
can use all three. He can attack us through our physical condition and circumstances 
(Job) or the people we associate with (Judas’ betrayal, Peter’s denial of Jesus). He 
can exploit our weaknesses (Ananias in Acts 5:3), or speak directly to our thoughts 
(temptation of Jesus, Mt 4:1-10). He can come as a deceiving “angel of light” (2 Co 
11:14) or strike fear into our hearts (Ro 8:15).  

How do we defend ourselves?
First, acknowledge your position of authority in Christ, recognizing that we are 

“seated with Him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus” (Eph 2:6) and that God’s 
power working through our faith “can extinguish all the flaming arrows of the evil 
one.” (Eph 6:14). Rest securely in Christ‘s promise that “no one can snatch them out 
of my hand” (Jn 10:28).  

March26th2010
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Second, put on the armor of God (Eph 6:13-18); the “belt of truth”, “breastplate 
of righteousness”, “feet fitted with the readiness of the Gospel of peace”, the “shield 
of faith”, “helmet of salvation” and “the sword of the spirit, which is the Word of God”.  
Consider how you can bring your life into alignment with each item.  For example, 
how can you spend more time in the Word, be truthful and righteous, share the 
Gospel, etc.

Third, examine yourself and be honest about any areas of disobedience that may 
provide Satan with grounds for harassment. Our faith through obedience releases 
God’s presence and protection:

• “In your anger do not sin”. Do not let the sun go down while you are still angry, 
[27] and do not give the devil a foothold”. (Eph 4:26, 27).  

• “We know that anyone born of God does not continue to sin; the one that was 
born of God keeps him safe, and the evil one cannot harm him. (1 Jn 5:18) 

• “Make every effort to live in peace with all men and to be holy; without holiness 
no one will see the Lord. (Heb 12:14)

• “Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. [8]  
Come near to God and he will come near to you” (Jas 4:8).

• Bitterness and unforgiveness give the enemy a foothold. Consider if there is 
anyone that you need to forgive. “[13]  Bear with each other and forgive whatever 
grievances you may have against one another. Forgive as the Lord forgave you. (Col 
3:13). Remember that forgiveness is a choice, not an emotion.

Finally, Honor God with praise and thanksgiving. God inhabits the praises of His 
saints (Ps 22:3) Praise is a vehicle of faith which brings us into the presence and 
power of God. “Be joyful always; [17] pray continually; [18] give thanks in all circum-
stances, for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus. (1 Th 5:16)

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31 Corinthians 16:13
In many of the epic movies made in the 1960’s, you could always tell which 

characters were the Christians. Apart from the obvious, being fed to lions and  
crucified, you could tell them by their browbeaten, sorrowful expressions. They  
had a pitiful fatality about them. There was nothing joyful or exciting. Mind you I can’t 
imagine it would be particularly pleasant to be thrown to the lions in the  
Roman arenas.

They always seemed to be caught off guard. They never had any kind of strength.  
They did have faith, but it was a faith in knowing that they were about to die.

This image flies in the face of the type of Christians that Paul is encouraging the 
Corinthians to be. He paints a picture of people who are constantly on their guard for 
dangers that they face both externally and internally – most often the internal  
dangers, temptations, etc. were/are as bad as the external dangers. He says that 
they are people who stand firm in the faith. Not people with a fatalistic resignation, 
but with a sure and steadfast belief that they belong to God. He tells that they are 
men and women of courage. In the face of great danger, even although they may 
very well be afraid, they face it in the knowledge that they are not alone, that Christ 
has gone before them, and His Spirit is with them. And finally that they have a deep 
strength, not of their own making, but a strength that comes from the Holy Spirit.

So be on your guard; stand firm in the faith, have courage and be strong.

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Mark 14:1-11
	Mary, the sister of Simon the Leper did a very unusual and a very extravagant 

thing. She lovingly came with an alabaster jar filled with very expensive perfume and 
poured it over the head of Jesus. This perfume cost about one year’s wages. It was a 
beautiful love gift from her heart.

Not everyone saw the beauty of this – Judas certainly did not – he saw it as a waste 
of money.  It was immediately after this anointing of Jesus that Judas contacted the 
chief priests and made a deal with them to betray Jesus. Some scholars believe Judas 
reported to these officials that Jesus had just been anointed as the Messiah who would 
overthrow Israel. They knew this was one of the signs of the coming Messiah. This 
would have enraged his political enemies and added urgency to their plot to kill him.

Where are you in this story – practical or extravagant with your love for Jesus? 
Would you have been one of those practical folks present who saw this as a great 
waste of precious resources? Think of the many people who could have been fed or 
clothed with that amount of money.

 Judas joined his voice in with this crowd because he was becoming more and more 
disillusioned and disappointed with Jesus. Jesus was talking of coming to serve, not 
to be served, going to a cross – a death, a burial, a resurrection. How silly because 
criminals went to crosses – not the expected Messiah. Even more offensive Jesus 
continually spoke about humility, serving, giving – Judas wanted power and had been 
patiently waiting for Jesus to overthrow Rome. He did not want to hear about loving, 
serving and turning the other check to his enemies.  He was very angry, disillusioned, 
disappointed in Jesus.      

 Or are you filled with extravagant love for Jesus? Mary had experienced first hand 
the love of Jesus, - his forgiveness, and his message of hope. He was the way, the 
life, the truth... She gave all she had to this man Jesus who had changed her life... The 
magnificence of her gift flowed out of the abundance of the love in her heart. Her love 
pleased Jesus so much he said she would always be remembered...

Many of us have experienced the disappointment of unanswered prayer, unfulfilled 
dreams and expectations and some have asked Jesus to change things which have not 
been changed.  We are not planning to betray Jesus but perhaps we do struggle with 
diminished trust and love for Jesus because of some disappointment in our faith.

This season we can choose to renew our faith and love as we meditate on what 
Jesus has done for us.

Holy Week
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1 John 3:16

In this passage John is not speaking only of physical death just as Jesus is not 
speaking of literal crucifixions when He says that if anyone would come after Him they 
must take up their crosses and follow Him. Both are speaking of something that is 
costly, something that our natural minds resist, and something that unites us with Jesus.  

When Jesus laid down His life, He did not do so because those that He came to 
save were deserving or worthy. He obeyed the Father unto death. In the same way we 
are to suffer with and submit to one another not because of human merit or superiority 
but out of reverence for Christ. It may sound funny, but often when Don and I have 
disagreed, I have prayed “God, I will forgive not because Don deserves it, because he 
doesn’t, but because You do.”  

Neither do we lay our lives down because of what we get out of it or because “it 
works for” us. We do so because Jesus has commanded it.  

My command is this: Love each other as I have loved you. Greater love has no one 
than this, that he lay down his life for his friends. You are my friends if you do what I 
command. John 15:12-14.

But of course there is a reward for obedience. The reward is friendship with Jesus.  
He invites us to live in the kind of deep intimacy with Him that He has with the Father.  
Also as we lay down our lives for His sake, we become involved in His supreme  
enterprise of redemption and salvation. 

Whatever we are being asked to lay down He has already given up. Consider all 
that He relinquished. The glory that was seen on the mount of transfiguration was  
hidden; the authority to summon twelve legions of angels in Gethsemane was put 
aside; the words that had spoken the universe into existence were silenced before His 
accusers; the power to come down from the cross was forfeited; the favor of His loving 
Father was forsaken. Even those closest to Him constantly misunderstood. His own 
family thought that He was mad. His apostles argued about who among them was the 
greatest. His friends slept when he asked them to stay awake for an hour and later 
deserted Him. His disciple betrayed Him with a kiss.  

No one else may see and comprehend what you are being asked to lay down and 
there may be no apparent effect on the recipient, but Jesus sees. He knows the cost. 
He has borne the crushing weight to enable you to bear the easy and light yoke of 
sacrifice with Him.  

As you do it for His sake, He is well pleased. May His pleasure and friendship be 
your true comfort and reward.

Imagine these headlines on your 6 o’clock news --  Man Calms Turbulent Seas!  

Carpenter’s Son Feeds Crowd of 5000! Girl Defies Death…Stranger is to Thank! 
Perhaps if we had been around in Jesus’ day, we would have been intrigued by these 
daily headlines, but for Jesus’ disciples, these reports were a part of their everyday 
lives. They walked closely with our Savior, developing individual relationships with Him. 
They talked with Him, dined with Him, prayed with Him, and traveled with Him. They 
were Jesus’ closest of friends who promised to “be there” through thick and thin, saying 
things like, “Surely I wouldn’t betray you?” (paraphrase of Mark 14:19), and  “Even if all 
fall away, I will not.” (Peter to Jesus in Mark 14:29). In today’s terms, perhaps we’d say 
Jesus had found Himself some BFFL’s (Best Friends For Life). 

But then…Gethsemane! This is Jesus’ darkest hour as he prepares Himself for the 
cross ahead. If there is any time Jesus needs His friends, it is here in the Garden where 
He is about to go before His Father and beg God to “take this cup” from Him.  He  
passionately prays, “My soul is overwhelmed with sorrow to the point of death.”

	 From gasps to crying to crying out, people couldn’t help but verbally react to  
	 what they were seeing. At the end, I heard a number of people praying, 
	 singing, it was almost like being at church.

•	 Thinking about what I’d seen: 
	 The scenes of the film stayed with me for days..haunting me.

•	 Processing: 
	 So many conversations with others that had seen it. I think I’m still  
	 processing it in many ways.
A couple of thoughts as you go thru Good Friday 2010. Watch The Passion. Read 

thru Mark 15:21-41 and specifically watch for how people react to the events unfolding 
before their eyes. Write down the people and try to describe their reactions to Jesus 
and his crucifixion. Pray. Thank Jesus for what He did. Thank the Father for what He 
gave. Thank the Holy Spirit for what He’s doing.

May this day be one where you wrestle with the gravity and implications of all that 
Good Friday holds in preparation for a great celebration on Easter morning.

	Some time ago I was crossing Springfield avenue with my two boys. We were on 
the cross walk, and it was taking us a few minutes to get to the other side – boys will 
be boys! We were about three quarters of the way across, when, from a few cars up on 
Passaic Street, there was an angry honking. We had the light to cross, but this guy also 
had the light to go straight on. He couldn’t because we were crossing. It made him mad. 
Impatience. Sound familiar?

Another time I was in a grocery store. I only had a couple of items to check out, so 
I went into the express lane. Three customers ahead of me was a little old lady.  She 
didn’t have much to check out, so I thought we would be quick. Her items were rung 
up in no time at all, but then the trouble began. I’m not sure how many times she had 
to ask what her total was, but it felt like 10. Then she pulled out her pocket book, and 
started counting out dollars and coins. Of course she had to ask again, ‘How much did 
you say?’  The rest of us in the line were looking at each other rolling our eyes. The girl 
on the checkout was shaking her head apologetically at the rest of us.  Eventually we 
had our own items paid for. It seemed to take forever, but in reality, it can’t have taken 
more than a few minutes. Impatience. Sound familiar?

It seems like the Psalmist is able to do something the rest of us are incapable of.  
He waited patiently on the Lord. He was in a tight spot. And he wanted out of it. Most 
of us find ourselves in tight spots from time to time. Some of the time our troubles are 
of our own making, sometimes we find ourselves in situations completely outside our 
control. But most of the time we want out of our bad situation as fast as possible.

Patience, on the part of the Psalmist, suggests that this is a situation in which he 
has found himself for quite some time. There is no sense for the type of situation he is 
in, other than that it is not where he wants to be. And yet, even in the pit, he waits, and 
he waits patiently.

We often try too hard to get ourselves out of our own pits, and find ourselves falling 
into them time and time again, whereas, the Psalmist found himself standing on solid 
rock, with a new song in his mouth.

Waiting patiently on the Lord is about putting our trust in Him, and having the faith 
that he is with us, even in the pit. Remember the Psalmist also wrote that the Lord is 
with him, even in the valley of the shadow of death.

Wherever we may find ourselves, can’t we wait patiently on the Lord instead of try-
ing to drag ourselves out our own way? Perhaps then we will know the transformation 
the Psalmist is speaking about. And we will find our feet standing on solid rock, and we 
will sing a new song to the Lord.

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Easter Sunday

Mark 16:1-8
	Mark’s account of Jesus’ resurrection opens with the words “when the Sabbath was 

over.” The other gospels do not mention the Sabbath (Saturday), but Mark gives us this 
brief account of it. The Saturday before the resurrection must have been the darkest 
day these disciples had ever experienced--a day of shattered hopes, broken dreams, 
guilt, shame, desolation, and fear. It was a day in which the future looked like a blank 
wall, devoid of hope or possibility. Why go on? Why bother with living? The Lord was 
dead, and the disciples had abandoned Him and failed Him. All the once-bright dreams 
of a coming kingdom, with Jesus as King, were ended forever, or so it seemed.

 	Perhaps you have some inkling of what the followers of Jesus felt on that Saturday 
between the cross and the empty tomb. Perhaps you know the shame and guilt of  
having abandoned or denied your Lord. Perhaps you know the depression and 
hopelessness of seeing your goals set aside, your dreams shattered. It may be that 
someone you loved and had been building a future with has suddenly been snatched 
away from you. Now your future looks like a blank wall. You wonder, why go on? Life 
seems like a dreary, endless Saturday, and Sunday is never coming.

 	But Sunday morning came and the women went to the tomb. They found the empty 
tomb. They met the resurrected Jesus. Mark says they were bewildered and afraid. If 
you had just stumbled onto the proof of the resurrection, proof that the one you loved 
and thought dead was miraculously alive, what would you feel? Exactly what those 
women felt: trembling and awestruck. They were caught up in an ecstasy of wonder 
over the discovery they had made: Jesus is alive!  

	Where are you this Easter? Are you stuck on Saturday? If that is how you feel, 
then this story is dedicated to you. You may not be able to see it now, but there is a 
resurrection in your future. I can’t tell you what shape or form it will take. But God is in 
the business of turning dark Saturdays into glorious Sundays. Christ is risen! He is alive 
and can be alive in you! Your open tomb is coming. Prepare to be amazed.
